· Inspiring qualities as a role model for the community

CRITERIA
· Citizen of the Year: A person you believe has delivered outstanding service to the community during the past year.
· Senior Citizen of the Year: A senior person you believe has delivered outstanding service to the community during the past year. To be eligible, the person must be over 65 years of age on 1st January 2025.
· Youth Citizen of the Year: A young person you believe has delivered outstanding service to the community during the past year. To be eligible, the person must be under 25 years of age on 1st January 2025.
· Sports Person of the Year: Recognises an outstanding athlete who has demonstrated exceptional skill, sportsmanship, and dedication to their respective sports and the sporting community.
